CANgine FMS Simulator has the same power supply system as CANgine FMS.  
For information about powering CANgine FMS please see the CANgine FMS 
manual. 
 

After power-on CANgine FMS Simulator starts immediately with sending all the 
defined FMS frames on the CAN. This is signalled by the green LED which is 
switched on when sending starts. Truck and Bus FMS frames are sent simultaneously. All 
messages are sent with the cycle time as defined in the standard. So you'll have a good simulation 
of a normal working FMS bus in a truck or bus. 
 

If no other CAN node is connected to the bus when powering the simulator, the red LED will flash 
six times to signal CAN bus error. Even if you connect a CAN node later, the LED will continue to 
flash to signal there was a CAN bus error. This has no effect on the function of sendig the FMS 
frames. 
 

If you connect to the serial link with Hyperterminal and enter the uppercase letter 'V' followed by a 
[CR], the CANgine FMS Simulator answers: "CANgine FMS Simulator V4220"

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If these FMS frames are received by a CANgine FMS firmware version 6.0 and above, the 
following screen appears when a Hyperterminal is connected to the CANgine FMS and the 
CANgine is set to Truck protocol. 
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If the CANgine is set to Bus protocol, the following screen appears in Hyperterminal. 
 

 
 
All variable values are static but may change with a new version of the simulator.
